
Your Responsibility as a Sponsor

Guide your potential new member through the membership process:  

Sponsors must be a Central Coast Wedding Professional (CCWP) member for (1) one year before sponsoring someone and can only sponsor (1) one member every year.

1. Write a letter to the New Membership Director, Kristin Odenwald, events@roberthallwinery.com  notifying of your intent to sponsor potential new member.  

2. See that your potential new member attends (3) three CCWP meetings with you (see Calendar at a Glance, http://www.ccwp.com/calendar.html#glance ).  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE THE RESERVATION! Contact Melissa Fitzpatrick, melissa@fitzpatrickstudios.com. If you are not able to attend with your potential new member, it is your responsibility to find a ‘foster’ sponsor to attend with them for that meeting.

3. Make sure your potential new member is aware of the attendance policy.

b.) Be available for the first 6 (six) months of their membership to answer any questions your possible new member may have.

      Verify that the paperwork from your potential new member is filled out correctly and completely:

c.) A business license showing 2 years in business.

d.) (4) Four letters from a satisfied bride, whose wedding they were involved in during the last (12) months.

e.) (3) Three letters from wedding professionals at least (1) one being a CCWP member.

f.) Under the SPONSOR INFORMATION section, please see that the sponsor name, phone number and signature are on the application.

g.) At their 5-minute presentation to the Board, be present to introduce them.
